The programme is comprised of a number of projects, one of which is e-LfH – Sexual Health & HIV in conjunction with BASHH and the GUM SAC at the RCP. 
We are looking for expressions of interest for content authors for this project, which will deliver a comprehensive e-learning programme to support the Sexual Health & HIV curriculum. The content authors will be commissioned over the next 6 months. It comprises all the knowledge components of the Genitourinary Medicine SpR Curriculum, which has been divided into 17 modules, each comprising a number of individual “learning” sessions. 

The content authors are responsible for writing the individual sessions which are each 20 – 30 minutes long, and will be supported by an “instructional designer”. It is estimated the total time involved is the equivalent of 3 – 4 days. There is an honorarium payable. Once on board, session authors are afforded 100% support with all aspects of the development.
